Students needed to slit two holes in the
skin of the fruit. Then, they installed the metal couplet
inside the fruit. Finally, they completed the circuit with

wire and measured the current swith an ammeter.

Junior studenis could compleie a worksheet on which

they jotted down the results and compared the electrical conductivity of the fruit. Besides, some
blanks were given to them to fill in, which helped their
grammar usage. These technigues will come in handy when
writing 8 science report.

o sum up, this activity provided & great opportunity to test
scientific knowledge and improve English language skiils.
Students participated in this event wholeheartedly. Students
were grinning all the time a5 they all enjoyed the activity.
